Grounded on an understanding of the complex,
intersecting challenges these individuals face, ASSERT approach emphasizes the
importance of a targeted, inclusive response specifically addressing all the three different
target groups involved (policy actors, actors on the ground and people), to reach the
strategic objective of ensuring no one is left behind in the transition to clean energy.
Recognizing that these vulnerable groups (facing energy poverty and physical disabilities)
often lack the necessary support and resources to manage their energy needs effectively,
the project seeks to empower them on energy efficiency and the use of renewables to break
the cycle of energy poverty that exacerbates health issues and economic disadvantages.

The project also seeks to train and mentor local policymakers and intermediaries by
equipping them with essential skills and knowledge and supporting them in implementing
sustainable energy solutions while integrating energy poverty considerations into broader
policy frameworks.

The
introduction of this original “twinning
approach” between intermediaries and
municipalities aims to ensure that the
training materials effectively meet the needs
of the target groups, by codesigning
resources through participatory methods.

assist physically disabled individuals facing energy poverty.
